	Motion by Braybrook, second by Miller, to recommend to the Village Council approval of Ordinance #16-02. Motion carried unanimously. This recommendation will go before Village Council on July 11, 2016.

    b) Recommend Approval of Ordinance #16-03: An Ordinance to Amend Section 82-112 of the Sparta Village Code of Ordinances to Regulate the Type of Material Allowed for Fences to Village Council
	Motion by Miller, second by Braybrook, to recommend to the Village Council approval of Ordinance #16-03. Motion carried unanimously. This recommendation will go before Village Council on July 11, 2016.

    c) 	Potential Junk & Rubbish Accumulation Ordinance
	Village Manager stated that the current ordinance does not address the accumulation of building materials and other items which has been an enforcement issue lately. This ordinance is still being worked on but will be presented to the Planning Commission at their August meeting. Members asked about various items that could be incorporated and the Village Manager stated that he will review a few more ordinances and try to make the draft ordinance as comprehensive as possible. 
    d) 	Establish CIP Committee Members for 2017-2022 CIP Document Review
	Village Manager Suchy indicated that Dwayne Pride is the only remaining member of last year’s committee with both Scott Christie and Becky Rogers resigning from the Planning Commission. A timeline was discussed for the CIP and Village Manager Suchy indicated that the program has become much easier to manage now that it is in its third year. Dwayne Pride, Josh Paas and Chad Fisk volunteered for the committee.

    a)  Recommended Modifications to Sign Regulations to comply with Reed v. Gilbert Supreme Court Decision: 
	Village Manager Suchy read through a number of questions or concerns he had regarding the proposed ordinance and indicated he will contact Janis Johnson at Main Street Planning to follow up.
