Council member Gale Taylor, by Council member Paasch, moved the adoption of the following Ordinance:
ORDINANCE NO. 16-05
AN ORDINANCE TO ADD ARTICLE VII “GARAGE AND YARD SALES” TO CHAPTER 22 (BUSINESS) – TO THE VILLAGE OF SPARTA ZONING ORDINANCES TO REGULATE GARAGE AND YARD SALES

THE VILLAGE OF SPARTA ORDAINS:
The Village of Sparta Zoning Ordinance is amended to add the following article and sections as follows:

CHAPTER 22 – BUSINESS, ARTICLE VII: GARAGE AND YARD SALES
Sec. 22-273. - Definitions.
The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:
Garage or yard sale means a sale of used household effects, appliances, clothing, glassware, lawn mowers, snow removal equipment, tools, toys, recreation equipment, used or second hand items usually found in the home, or other similar personal property items by a person from their residence by means of a display of such items in the yard, garage, patio, parking area or other like place in, around or near such residence. It shall not mean the sale of a single automobile by means of a for sale sign in the window of such vehicle parked near a residence. This definition shall also include any others terms used to describe a sale of personal property items that includes but is not limited to an attic sale, estate sale, moving sale, rummage sale, flea market, or similarly termed on premise sale.  
Sec. 22-274. - Purpose and intent of article.
It is the intent of this article to regulate and control the holding of garage and yard sales, as they may become nuisances and safety hazards if not so regulated, and so that residential areas do not become commercialized through a proliferation of such sales and similar commercial activity.
Sec. 22-275. - Restriction on number, duration, location.
(a) No person shall have more than two garage or yard sales at any residence during a consecutive 12-month period without the express approval of the village planning commission.
(b) No garage or yard sale may last more than 96 hours (4 calendar days).
(c) No public right-of-way shall be used to display items for sale at any time
Sec. 22-276. - Hours; parking; noise, signage.
(a) No garage or yard sale shall began prior to 8:00 a.m. or remain open beyond 8:00 p.m.
(b) No garage or yard sale shall be situated so as to obstruct traffic, nor shall any sale patrons park their vehicles so as to obstruct traffic.
(c) Excessive noise emanating from the area of any garage or yard sale is prohibited.
(d) All garage and yard sale signs shall conform in all aspects to the established sign regulations of the Village of Sparta. 
(e) All items to be sold or displayed as part of a sale must be removed from view within twenty-four (24) hours of the end of the sale. 

Sec. 22-277. – Penalties for violation of this article.

Any person who shall violate any provision of this article shall be responsible for a municipal civil infraction, punishable in accordance with Chapter 1 Section 1-7 of the Village Code of Ordinances.

SECTION 4. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after its adoption; the notice of adoption shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the Village no later than 15 days after adoption.
