1) / 2) Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance: The meeting was called to order at 7 PM by Chairman Pride followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

3) Roll Call: Formal roll call was taken. Members present are noted above.

4) Minutes
    a) Approve Regular Planning Commission Meeting Minutes of August 1, 2016: Motion by Hayes, second by Braybrook, to approve the Minutes. Motion carried 7-0.

5) Additions or Corrections to the Agenda — Approval of Agenda: Adding to 9. New Business, item d. Introduce Ordinance #16-06 to Amend Sec. 82-589 of the Village Zoning Ordinance, motion by Hayes, second by Paasch, to approve the Agenda with this addition. Motion carried 7-0. 

6) Public Comment on Agenda Items: None.

8) Public Hearing
	a) Rezoning Request from Village of Sparta to Rezone the Property Addressed 2380 13 Mile Road NW (Permanent Parcel #41-05-22-102-001) from Mixed Use Planned Unit Development (PUD) to LI Light Industrial
Public Hearing opened at 7:03 PM.
Village Manager Suchy explained the request pertains to the east portion of the property only. The interested buyer (Brian Jones) and Real Estate Broker Stan Wisinski were present to answer questions. They are not rezoning the entire property because they do not have plans for the west section at this time.
Public Hearing closed at 7:09 PM.

9) New Business
a) Request from Village of Sparta to Rezone the Parcel Addressed 2380 13 Mile Road NW (Permanent Parcel #41-05-22-102-001) from Mixed Use Planned Unit Development (PUD) to LI Light Industrial: Motion by Hayes, second by Braybrook to recommend to the Village Council approval of the rezoning request from PUD to LI. Motion carried 8-0.
b) Introduce Ordinance #16-04 to Regulate Junk, Trash & Rubbish Accumulation: The numbering needs to be updated. Sec. 26-113 needs to be updated from seven days to ten. The proposal will be scheduled for a public hearing in October.
c) Introduce Ordinance #16-05 to Regulate Garage & Yard Sales: For clarification purposes, words to qualify ‘garage’ and ‘yard’ sales will be added, i.e., estate, moving, rummage, and charity.
d) Introduce Ordinance #16-06 to Amend Sec. 82-589 of the Village Zoning Ordinance: This ordinance allows trained police officers to enforce zoning ordinances. The proposal will be scheduled for a public hearing in October.

10) Unfinished Business
    a) Review Draft #2 on Sign Regulations to comply with Reed vs. Gilbert Supreme Court Decision: The Commissioners are to read over the draft. There is no ordinance currently for electronic signs. The Commissioners should decide what percentage of electronic portion should be allowed on the sign (15, 30, 50, other), as well as height, sizes, etc. Village Manager Suchy will add a section that the planner omitted. The Village wants business owners to succeed in an esthetically pleasing way.

11) Public Comment: None.
Village Manager’s report: Andy’s Appliance has sold to a woman who wants to start a daycare; it’s a special land use. Sable is working with the Drain Commissioner and is tree clearing; utility work has begun. The Rodeo Grounds sale will be before Council on Monday, and the closing on the property is September 15. Mandarin Wok closed because the owner retired. Some businesses are seeking larger venues in Sparta. There has been some interest in the Masonic Temple. The Village bought 223 E. Division (Alt Oil). Homestead Acres and Bedford Falls have had some sales. The Village is working yet with the foundry property. There are weed and building issues at Trini’s.

12) Commission Comment: Commissioner Frederick voiced concerns about her neighbor’s increasing number of cats and that the cats are coming into Frederick’s garage. The Village will follow up on this concern. Commissioner Fisk stated more ordinances are needed, but so are easier ways to access and communication the ordinances. The Village is trying to be proactive instead of reactive in formulation of ordinances.
